COMMUNITY BROADCASTING GRANT PROGRAM

Purpose

This program is designed to provide grant money
to help pay for the operating costs of community
broadcasting organizations in the Northwest
Territories.

Eligibility

Only community broadcasting organizations in
the Northwest Territories are eligible to receive
funding.

Amount

The Department of Education, Culture and
Employment will provide five dollars ($5) in grant
money for every one dollar ($1) raised locally by
a community broadcasting organization.

The maximum grant to a community
broadcasting organization is $6,000 in any one
year.

COMMUNITY MUSEUMS (IMPROVEMENTS TO BUILDINGS)

Purpose

To provide financial assistance to organizations
actively involved in the preservation, portrayal
and promotion of heritage in the Northwest
Territories, for repairs and upgrades to
community museums and heritage facilities.

Financial assistance is available for assessments,
repairs or capital improvements to, or planning
studies for:

() community museums
(b) heritage facilities

Eligibility

Eligibility for this program is restricted to NWT-
registered societies, local governments or not-
for-profit corporations whose mandates include
the ongoing delivery of heritage programs.

Preference will be given to:

(@) Requests from registered heritage centers
for assistance with repairing or upgrading
facilities that maintain and preserve
established collections. Registered heritage
centres are only those community-based
heritage facilities that meet the criteria
outlined in Section 6.11 of the Heritage
Services Policy available from the
Department of Education, Culture and
Employment; and

(b) Projects that demonstrate funding from
other sources and/or support-in-kind.

Amount

Subject to the availability of funding, a maximum
amount of $20,000 per project is available under
this program.

The Culture and Heritage Division will
recommend to the appropriate authority the
amount of the contribution, recognizing that the
amount of funding is based on the demonstrated
need of the organization and the number of
organizations applying for funds as well as an
approved budget allocation for the Department
of Education, Culture and Employment.

Purpose

To provide financial support for the
administration and operation of organizations
that undertake the maintenance, promotion and
development of the arts and culture in the
Northwest Territories.

Eligibility

Eligibility is restricted to not-for-profit
organizations which are registered and in good
standing under the NWT Societies Act and whose
headquarters and primary location of operation
is in the NWT. Preference is given, but not
limited, to those organizations:

(a) with a mandate to enhance cultural identity
of northern residents;

(b) which have clearly defined operating plans;

(c) which have proven success in completing
and sharing the results of cultural projects;
and

(d) which have demonstrated support from the
group(s) which they represent.

CULTURAL PROJECTS CONTRIBUTIONS

Purpose

The program provides financial assistance for the
promotion and preservation of cultural identity
and the enhancement of traditional cultures in
the NWT.

Eligibility
Eligibility is restricted to:

(@) Organizations, individuals, = community
governments and band councils with
demonstrated interest in the promotion and
enhancement of Northwest Territories’
cultures.

(b) Cultural events and projects that are
primarily located outside of the Northwest
Territories will not be considered for
funding. Preference will be given, but not
limited, to those applicants who have a
diversified funding base and who attempt to
strengthen traditional culture within a
contemporary context.

(c) For oral traditions projects, applicants must
have written verification of community
support for their research objectives. In
order to receive funding, each recipient
must be willing to acquire or to
demonstrate their knowledge of interview
and research skills, as well as to become
familiar with the procedures used to store
recordings.

Amount

The amount of funding is based on the
demonstrated need of the applicant and the
number of applicants for funding as well as
budget allocation as approved by the Legislative
Assembly:

(@) total financial assistance will not exceed
$20,000 per year per individual or
organization; and

(b) total financial assistance for researchers
from outside of the Northwest Territories
will not exceed 25 percent of the total
program budget.

NWT ARTS COUNCIL CONTRIBUTIONS

Purpose

NWT Arts Council Contributions support and
encourage creative artistic projects in the visual,
literary and performing arts and in new media in
the Northwest Territories.

Eligibility
Eligibility is restricted to:

(@) An artist (e.g, musician, writer, painter,
actor, photographer, film maker, etc.) who
has resided in the Northwest Territories
for at least two years.

(b) A cultural group established in the
Northwest Territories with objectives to
enhance or support the visual, literary, new
media or performing arts.

Applications for funding must be reviewed and
recommended by the NWT Arts Council.
Members of the NWT Arts Council must not
benefit financially from any NWT Arts Council
contributions.

(a) Administration costs shall not exceed ten
percent (10%) of the total contribution.

(b) Capital costs shall not exceed ten percent
(10%) of the total contribution (e.g., props,
sets, etc. for theatre productions).

(c) Living allowances shall not exceed $2,000
per month.

(d) Travel to display artwork will be considered
an operating cost.

(e) All contributions are subject to the audit
requirements of the Government of the
Northwest Territories.

ALTERNATIVE ENERGY TECHNOLOGIES PROGRAM

Purpose

Contributions are available to assist in
deployment of renewable energy systems (solar,
wind, biomass, etc.).

Eligibility

The Alternative Energy Technologies Program
funding is split into three (3) sections:

(I) Community Renewable Energy Fund
(2) Medium Renewable Energy Fund
(3) Small Renewable Energy Fund

Community Renewable Energy Fund (CREF) —
community and  Aboriginal  governments,
Government of the Northwest Territories
departments, boards and agencies and non-profit
organizations including cooperatives.

ENERGY CONSERVATION PROGRAM

Purpose

Contributions are available to assist in conserving
electricity, fuel and water.

Eligibility

Projects must involve buildings or assets that are
owned or leased by community or Aboriginal
governments, boards and agencies, and non-
profit organizations. Buildings or assets located
in the community that are owned or leased by
Aboriginal or  community  corporations
(development and land corporations) will be
eligible where it can be demonstrated that the
energy savings will benefit the local community
stakeholders.

Amount

Applicants may receive up to 50% of eligible
project costs. The maximum funding available
for any project is five times the anticipated
annual savings in dollars, up to a maximum of

$50,000.

HUNTERS AND TRAPPERSODISASTER COMPENSATION

Purpose

A grant is available to assist harvesters who
sustain damage or loss resulting from forest fires.

Eligibility

Residents of the Northwest Territories who
hold General Hunting Licences or are land claim
beneficiaries and who are dependent on
renewable resources for a significant portion of
their income. For compensation relating to
damages from forest fires, harvesters must earn
at least 25% of their income from harvesting to
be eligible.

Amount

Harvesters may receive assistance to a maximum
of $15,000 to establish a new fur harvesting area
similar in size to the area burned. A harvester
will also be eligible for a maximum of $7,000 to
replace a cabin and a maximum of $15,000 for
other eligible capital items.

FUR PRICE PROGRAM

Purpose

To provide Northwest Territories hunters and
trappers with access to the financial resources
necessary to participate in the fur industry.

Eligibility

Individual holders of a valid Northwest Territories
General Hunting or Trapping Licence who are
resident in the Northwest Territories.

Genuine Mackenzie Valley Fur Program

(a) Advance
The Genuine Mackenzie Valley Fur (GMVF)
advance program provides guaranteed advances
to trappers delivering prime fur for sale through
the GMVF program. Advances are based largely
on anticipated market performance.

(b) Prime Fur Bonus
If the trapper’s fur is sold for the same value or
more than the advance, the trapper is entitled to
receive a Prime Fur Bonus. The bonus payment
recognizes that the fur is in good condition and
has been well handled by the trapper.

(c) Fall Grub Stake
A trapper must harvest 20 or more pelts, to a
maximum of 200 pelts of any species in the GMVF

program to receive a payment (minimum $100;
maximum of $1,000).

The GMVF marketing program also pays for all
commissions, shipping and handling fees for fur
shipped to auction.

Trappers who choose to ship their fur outside the
GMVF program are entitled to the same benefits with
the exception that no advance will be issued.

HUNTERS AND TRAPPERSODISASTER COMPENSATION

Purpose

To assist harvesters who sustain substantial
financial losses due to unavoidable natural
disasters except for forest fires.

Eligibility
Residents of the Northwest Territories who:

(@) hold a General Hunting License or are land
claim beneficiaries; and

(b) are regularly and actively engaged in
renewable resource harvesting activities;
and

(c) earned at least 25% of gross income from
renewable resource harvesting for the
period of 12 months immediately prior to
the incident.

Compensation will not be made for losses due to
carelessness or poor judgment.

Amount

For damage or loss from natural disasters other
than forest fires, maximum compensation to
individual harvesters, including their dependents,
shall not exceed $4,500 per occurrence.

ABORIGINAL RIGHTS COURT CHALLENGES

Purpose

To contribute to the legal expenses of individuals
and non-profit organizations seeking to use the
court process to define or protect Aboriginal or
treaty rights of the Aboriginal peoples of the
Northwest Territories.

Eligibility

Funding is available to individuals that reside, and
non-profit organizations that operate, in the
Northwest Territories.

() Approval may be granted for specified
stages in the litigation process. The total
assistance provided for preparation and all
stages of litigation shall not exceed $65,000
over the duration of the case.

(b) There may be limits set on the amount of
funding which is to be provided for each
stage of the action, or limiting the amount
to be provided for each particular aspect of
the expenses.

(c) In complex cases, funding may be
authorized in excess of the maximum set
out in paragraph (a) above.

(d) Partial funding may be granted in cases,
which are only in part eligible for funding
under this program.

COMMUNITY GOVERNMENT FUNDING

Purpose

To support community governments with the provision of
community government services and the infrastructure that
supports those services.

Eligibility

Eligibility provisions of the Community Government Funding
Policy are articulated further in four supporting policies:

Community Public _Infrastructure Funding: com-munity
governments as defined in the Government of the
Northwest Territories’s Community Government Funding
Policy, are eligible for funding under the Community Public
Infrastructure Policy. The funding provided under this Policy
is intended to assist with the acquisition of community public
infrastructure, which is required to support community
government programs and services.

Operations _and Maintenance Funding: community
governments as defined in the Government of the
Northwest Territories’s Community Government Funding
Policy are eligible for funding under the Operations and
Maintenance Funding Policy. The funding provided under
this Policy is intended to assist with the operations and
maintenance of community government programs and
services.

Water and Sewer Services Funding: community
governments as defined in the Government of the
Northwest Territories’s Community Government Funding
Policy, that have enacted a by-law or resolution that
calculates and sets out the economic rate for the community
government and the rates to be charged to any category of
user within the community, are eligible for funding under the
Water and Sewer Services Funding Policy. The funding
under this Policy is intended to assist with the provision of
water and sewer services, which excludes the capital
replacement costs associated with water and sewage
treatment facilities.

Extraordinary Funding: community governments as defined
in the Government of the Northwest Territories’
Community Government Funding Policy are eligible for
funding under the Extraordinary Funding Policy. The funding
under this Policy is intended to assist with extraordinary
funding requirements for events beyond what a reasonable
and prudent community government would plan for.

Amount
Community Public Infrastructure Funding: The funding

allocated to eligible community governments under this
Policy is calculated using a base-plus approach.

Operations and Maintenance Funding: The funding allocated
to eligible community governments under this Policy is
calculated using two formulas: one for settlements and

recognized First Nations Councils and another for all other
eligible community governments.

Water and Sewer Services Funding: The funding allocated to
eligible community governments under this Policy s
calculated using a Standard Cost Allocation Model.

Extraordinary Funding: The Department of Municipal and
Community Affairs may provide extraordinary funding to a
community government when an unforeseen situation arises
in the operation of the community government requiring
funding that is additional to normal requirements; and
Extraordinary Funding contributions are allocated with the
intent to resolve the unforeseen situation within one or two
years. Funding amounts provided are dependent on the
nature of the extraordinary funding request.

CONTRIBUTIONS FOR COMMUNITY-ORGANIZED SEARCHES

Purpose

To support community-organized searches for
missing persons.

Eligibility

(@) When a community government determines
that circumstances warrant a search for a
missing person or persons prior to the
commencement of or after the conclusion of
a public search, the Deputy Minister may
provide a contribution to support the
community-organized search when:

i. The community has consulted with the
Royal Canadian Mounted Police and has
determined that a public search is not
currently underway;

ii. The community government makes an
official request to the Deputy Minister to
approve a community-organized search;
and

iii. The Deputy Minister authorizes the
community-organized search under the
Civil Emergency Measures Act.

(b) Where there is no recognized community
government, the Deputy Minister may
provide a contribution to an appropriate
group or organization.

RECREATION AND SPORT CONTRIBUTIONS

YOUTH CENTRES INITIATIVES

YOUTH CONTRIBUTION

Purpose

To encourage and support community governments
and organizations involved in the development and
delivery of activities directed to youth.

Eligibility

Youth organizations or individual youth are eligible
to apply for funding for the following expenses and
activities:

(@) Development of youth-related organizations,
including annual general meetings and
conferences as well as the development of
strategic plans for the organization;

(b) Initiatives aimed at the development of youth
programs or specific events;

(c) Promotion and development of resources for
youth activities; and

(d) Research into relevant youth topics.
Amount

(@) Approved projects held within the Northwest
Territories can receive a maximum of 75% of
eligible expenses to the maximums outlined
below. Approved projects held outside the
Northwest  Territories can receive a
maximum of 50% of eligible expenses to the
maximums outlined below.

Maximums are as follows: the maximum
amount of any contribution agreement with a
territorial organization is $40,000. The
maximum amount of any contribution
agreement with a regional organization is
$20,000 and the maximum amount to any
community  organization or community
government is $5,000.

(b) Funding is only available for the participation
of youth and an appropriate number of
chaperons.

(c) Applications must be received three weeks in
advance of the intended start date of the
project.

(d) Funding will only be provided to one group in
a community for a given project in each fiscal
year.

(e) Expenses related to the conduct of fundraising
events are not eligible.
